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Objectives/Goals
The goal of my project was to stop or slow the rate of corrosion in a saltwater electrolyte using either
magnets or petroleum jelly.

Methods/Materials
AC/DC transformer
multimeter
digital scale
metal test strips
magnets
petroleum jelly
alligator clips & wire
camera

Results
All test results showed corrosion. Each test was weighed before and after to determine change over 20
hour period. The control test and magnet test lost about the same amount of metal. The petroleum jelly
test lost less metal than other tests.

Conclusions/Discussion
Magnets had no effect on the rate of corrosion as compared to the control test. The petroleum jelly
prevented corrosion but failed to stick to the metal test strips.

My project attempts to stop or slow corrosion in a saltwater or marine environment.
